TRANSFER APPROACH CONSIDERAH‘

« Transfers from the KEY Fund to the CIF over time have failed to keep up with

inflation. Most programs have received flat funding although real costs to run their
programs have increased.

« Consider a two-year transfer approach to allow for strategic investment decisions
and balances risks associated with one-time-only funding increases for local
programs.

« The current balance in the KEY Fund is $31,907,562.
« The estimated MSA distribution to Kansas is $50,000,000 for FY23.
